How To Be Cool With A Book





The patriotic song, The Battle Hymn of The Republic, was written by Julia Ward Howe in 1862 during the Civil War. It is a picture of a strong, just God and people passionate about fighting for what is right.

For a family vacation recently, I checked out several picture books from the library to take along. Unfortunately, I was unable to tempt my two-year-old grand-daughter to sit with me and enjoy a single one! But, she was quite content to sit with an iPad for periods of time.





Is this a problem? I don’t know for certain. However, I do know that spending time reading with small children is essential - I say again - essential for their development. It is not just a good way to wind down for bedtime. It is not just a time to cuddle with Mom or Dad. 





Reading books with your child is essential and necessary for literacy.





The best way to read with your child is a process called dialogic reading. It was developed by the Stony Brook Reading and Language Project. You can read more about it on the internet, but here it is in summary form.





Prompt your child to say something about the book. Ask a question like “what is this?” 


Evaluate their response by making a statement like “that’s right.”


Expand the child’s response by rephrasing and adding to it like “that’s right it is a dog.”


Repeat the prompt to make sure the child has learned from the expansion. For example, “This is a dog. Can you say dog?”





Use this method throughout the book as you read. You can read a sentence and ask for the missing word; you can ask the child to remember something from a former reading of the story; you can ask who, what, where and when questions to make connections to other life experiences.





Children “reading” with this method go far ahead in their language development.
