Get Aboard the Ark





Children have been encouraged to play with Noah’s ark toys for decades. Through this Bible story, children learn that God takes care of His people.





Adults need to learn this story is a lot more than child’s play! 





Jesus referred to Noah (Matthew 24:37-41). He warned that before his second coming, the world would be similar to the time of Noah. People would behave wickedly, arrogantly living their lives in ignorant bliss, not worried about God’s judgment at all.





Some people think that God was a bit unfair with the people of Noah’s day, springing the flood upon innocent victims. But, actually, the people were warned for 120 years that they needed to repent of sin and get right with God. 





The ark was made of the same wood as the ark of the covenant which would be given later to hold the Ten Commandments. It is seen as a foreshadowing of the cross since it is made of wood, also. God (not Noah) closed the one door to the ark, saving the people. The pitch used to waterproof the ark has another meaning in Hebrew: atonement. The flood is judgment. Through the ark (cross) we receive salvation through the atoning work of Jesus Christ. He is the one “door” referred to in the New Testament leading to salvation.





Here is a summary of these significant events directly from scripture in 1 Peter 3:20b-22. 





God waited patiently in the days of Noah, during the building of the ark, in which a few, that is, eight persons, were saved through water. And baptism, which this prefigured, now saves you—not as a removal of dirt from the body, but as an appeal to God for a good conscience, through the resurrection of Jesus Christ, who has gone into heaven and is at the right hand of God, with angels, authorities, and powers made subject to him.





God loves us and wants us to have fellowship (communion) with Him. We have to be holy for this to happen. Since we cannot be perfect on our own, He gave us another way. Get in the ark with Jesus and you will be safe!


























Below are some family activities to take advantage of the season while we still have summer to enjoy!





Build a fort from big cardboard boxes.
