Here are some of the points that struck a chord with me.


If children are capable of doing something themselves, let them. 


State your expectations clearly and let the child complete the task you assigned. There are positive ways to handle the noncompliant child. 


Children thrive on routines. You can harness that need to manage your family life.


Children should feel they are contributing to family life. Is your house a motel or a home? 


Being a good parent does not mean being a perfect parent. Perfection does not exist.


Children learn best from natural consequences.


Children will not mature if they “win” all the time.


Good parents recognize their job is not to make their children “happy” but to make them grow.


Good parents are in authority over their children. They do not let the children tell them what to do. However, they are respectful, building up their children rather than tearing them down.
