“Weekday Ministries Sunday”


We are planning something special for Sunday, April 19th. All our WDM families are encouraged to attend the worship service at 10:45am. The children, age 2 and up, will be singing at the service!





We encourage you to come that day. The children will first sing, then hear a children’s message, and be dismissed to their parents before the sermon. They can either sit with you, go to the nursery (if they are under 3), or go to Kids Praise (if they are 3 and up). 





The worship service is easy to follow and will last about an hour. 





We hope we will have a great turnout of families and teachers to celebrate Weekday Ministries on April 19th!























You can spend memorable moments with your children and teach them about Jesus Christ at the same time with these great ideas.





1.   Fill plastic eggs with one chocolate heart. Give them away to friends to represent that when we receive faith, we have a new heart towards God.





2.   Have an egg hunt, but remember to keep some eggs empty. When a child finds an empty egg, representing the empty tomb (because Jesus is alive), the child exclaims, “He is not here! He has risen, just as he said.”





3.   Resurrection Rolls: Separate eight crescent rolls. Sprinkle with cinnamon and sugar. Dip a marshmallow in melted butter, place on the dough and wrap, pinching ends closed. This represents Jesus wrapped in cloths and buried in a tomb. Bake at 400 degrees until golden brown. When ready to eat, take a bite. The roll will have large hole inside, representing the empty tomb.





4.   Read The Parable of the Lily by Liz Curtis Higgs. Then take an Easter lily to a shut-in or elderly neighbor.





5.   During Lent, decorate a box and call it the family sorry box. Every time someone does something he needs to apologize for, write it on a slip of paper and put it in the box. On Easter, take out the papers and burn them! Jesus has taken the entire penalty for our sins away! We are forgiven!





6.   Easter Story Cookies (Resurrection Cookies). Find this super easy recipe on the internet. The cookies are made the night before Easter. There is a Bible verse for each part of the process to teach about Christ being beaten, crucified and buried. When the cookies are tasted the next day, they are hollow like an empty tomb.





7.   Make a candle display with 5 candles. Starting on Palm Sunday, light all the candles, read a scripture passage or part of the passion story, and extinguish one candle. By Good Friday, the last candle will be extinguished. It is dark without the light of Christ. Easter Sunday, light them all again!
