Dads are all different, with their own unique personalities and gifts. But they share something special.





God made both fathers and mothers. If children are blessed to have them both in a harmonious home, they are blessed indeed.





The Importance of Fathers in the Healthy Development of Children by Jeffrey Rosenberg and W. Bradford Wilcox, published by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, 2006, studied the topic. It is easily found online. Here is a very short summary that hardly scratches the surface.





Children with fathers in the home are more likely to do well educationally and emotionally than those without. Dads help their children feel more emotionally secure and confident to explore the world. Children are less likely to get into trouble and learn how to control their aggressions better than those without dads. 





While dads emphasize the importance of achievement with their children, moms are more nurturing. Kids need both kinds of attention.





Because dads tend to engage in more stimulating, physical play, children learn better self control.





Effective fathers discipline, nurture, guide, protect, spend time with their children, and provide for them.





Another major point made in the research is that fathers who have a good relationship with their children’s mothers help to create the kind of home where children thrive.





So Dads, you are very important! 





Thank you for being there for your kids! They may not be old enough to tell you they appreciate you. One day, I pray you will hear it from their lips.





The greatest gift I ever had came from God. I call him Dad.
