St. Patrick’s Day is more than just green fun, however. St. Patrick was not a man with a leprechaun searching for gold. He gave up his gold to pass the heritage of the Bible to people who were on the road to destruction.





When he was a teen, Patrick was kidnapped from Britain and taken to Ireland where he tended sheep for the pagan warlords. He escaped in his twenties and returned to Britain. 





Patrick studied and was ordained a bishop. A vision of the Irish crying out to him motivated Patrick to return to Ireland where he spent 40 years spreading the good news of the Gospel. Patrick died in Ireland in 461 AD.





For preschoolers, the shamrock is often used to illustrate the Holy Trinity. Its three lobes are part of one leaf. It can depict the Father, Son and Holy Spirit as being one God.





St. Patrick wrote many things, but the prayer below is probably most well-known. It is a reminder that we share a great heritage with all Christians who have gone before us and that we have a duty to pass that heritage along to our children.
