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Families are not democracies. Each family has its own ways of deciding who has the power and authority within the family unit, and which rights, privi�leges, obligations, and roles are assigned to each family member.


In most families parents are expected to be the leaders or executives of the family; children are expected to follow the leadership of their parents. As chil�dren in the middle years grow older, they will ask for, and certainly should be allowed, more autonomy, and their opinions should be considered when deci�sions are made; however, parents are the final authorities.


Healthy Children.org, an arm of the American Academy of Pediatrics, is the bible for professional child care. It is referenced in virtually every situation by “the experts.”


Notice the paragraphs above are in complete accord with another bible, The Holy Bible, which has been the source of truth for Western civilization for centuries, at least in my mind.


As the second paragraph states, children are expected to follow the leadership of their parents…parents are the final authorities. 


This is extremely important for mothers who have jobs outside the home to master, because their resources are stretched to the breaking point. 


If you are married, you must make your marriage the center of the home. You and your husband must discuss, compromise and follow plans in a united way. If you are single, you often find yourself at logger-heads with the other parent. You must become skilled at striking balance so that your children are not caught in the middle.


What’s the answer? The Holy Bible has that, too. Families are God’s institution. He created mothers and fathers. He wants to be at the center of your life so that it works the way it is supposed to!
