What is the responsibility of a state licensed daycare facility in cases of illness?





The Allegheny County Health Department publishes a guide for our use. It outlines our responsibilities for different illnesses from the common cold to Varicella (Chicken Pox). 





Everything we are required to do by law is recommended by the American Academy of Pediatrics (AAP). We use a thick manual in the director’s office for reference.





We are not health care professionals. Therefore, parents cannot assume that either the teachers or the director will diagnose or treat medical conditions.





 If a child has a fever of 101.5 or higher, or presents with vomiting or diarrhea, he or she must go home because we cannot know if the child has an infection or a contagious disease. It would be tragic if we assumed a child was just mildly ill with a cold only to find out the child had pneumonia. Or that an inconsolable child was overtired when he or she had meningitis.





Only a doctor can tell for sure! When we ask you to take your child to the doctor, it is because we need to know how to care for your child. If we cannot safely take care of your child, we are overstepping our abilities and putting your child in danger.





A sick child in daycare cannot participate with the group. For example, if a preschooler cannot go to the courtyard to play, a staff member must be pulled from the group to attend the child. Unfortunately, that is not always possible, as it leaves the group without adequate supervision.





Group care is much less expensive than one-on-one care. An infant in attendance nine hours a day is charged just $5.55 per hour. But, the downside is that when one-on-one is needed, it falls to the parent to seek professional medical attention. Then, we will know what to do for your child.
