Many parents have asked about Pre-K registration. Please read carefully.


1/29/18: Registration begins for current Pre-K children and their siblings.


2/5/18: Daycare (those not now in Pre-K) registration begins.


2/12/18: Children from the community.


Children must be 3 or 4 by Sept.1st for the Pre-K 3 and Pre-K 4 classes. T class acceptance is determined by consultation between parents and Mrs. Brack.


Registration for Pre-K 3 and Pre-K 4 will be very tight, so get your form in quickly!





What happens when your child is sick? First of all, no one wants to spread germs to other children, staff or parents. So please, keep your children home when they are sick! Secondly, a child will be sent home with diarrhea, unusual rashes, vomiting or a fever of 101.5 F. Third, if we are uncomfortable caring for your child because we suspect there may be a serious condition, we will send a child home and ask for a doctor’s note. We cannot take responsibility for potentially disastrous situations. 





If your child is on medication or has been seen for medical conditions, you must tell us. We have the responsibility for your child’s welfare 8-10 hours a day! Conditions can change rapidly. Since we are not medical professionals, we take a big risk when we are uninformed. In rare situations, 	we will call 911. Any ambulance or emergency room fees are the parents’ responsibility.
