Simply Packed Vacation





Family car trips have come a long way since I was a child. My family used to snail through toll booths on the New Jersey Turnpike, stopping when the car overheated. It made the trip to Virginia Beach so much longer.





Now there’s EZ pass. Purchasing EZ pass either online or at local retailers like Giant Eagle can save you time and money since you pay a discounted fee and just breeze through.





Don’t pack a week’s worth of clothes. Pack only quick drying performance fabrics you can wash out in a sink and reuse. One pair of pants per person. Three pairs of shorts and tops. Make certain everything is mix and match. A sun hat. A jacket for rain or cool nights. Pajamas & underwear. A pair of sandals and one pair of sneakers (with socks) should do it. 





Swimsuits are essential, but avoid big terry beach towels that soak up water and smell musty within hours. Invest in microfiber sport/travel towels instead. They pack up small. Take only travel size toiletries and pack a first aid kit. You can always buy more if you need it.





Put together a bag of snacks. Family members have no fun when they’re “hangry.” Level blood sugar keeps kids “chill” and parents from arguing about how fast they’re driving. Throw a couple of trash bags, cleansing wipes and several Ziploc baggies in with the snacks to keep things neat, too. (Baggies are great at keeping sand and water off phones.)





Use “car shoes.” These may be your kids’ sandals. They should be easy to slip on when you stop at a rest area.  You know you cannot drive a mile down the road before the kids have kicked their shoes off!
