We will be closed for President’s Day on February 18th. This is the only in-service day we schedule for our staff all year. All other training is done on individual free time. The state mandates we have hands-on fire safety and CPR/First Aid training by a certified instructor specializing in pediatric care. 





Permission forms will be going home to parents of our Pre-K children (3, 4 & 5 year olds). A specialist will be here on the 11th and 12th to screen for speech, language, hearing and middle ear difficulties. There is a cost of $25 due on that day. This is a very small fee for a very comprehensive evaluation and is highly recommended. 





Unless you opt out, all children ages one and up will be screened for vision problems on February 28th. The evaluation consists of a highly sensitive camera that simply takes pictures of your child’s eyes from three feet away in seconds. It is quick, non-evasive and effective.
