During Lent, I reboot. 





Lent is a time to walk with Jesus. What did He teach? Why did He die for me? Do I need to ask for forgiveness for something? Have I forgiven others? Am I serving my family and neighbors in ways that please Him? Are my children learning how to walk with Him?





It is important for children to see good works in action. However, they need to understand that doing good does not buy them a ticket to heaven. They need to follow Jesus to the cross where their sins are nailed; the cross where the Savior defeated sin, death and the devil so they can live with Him forever, forgiven.





I am not suggesting very young children need the graphic details. Those would be disturbing to their impressionable minds. (As they grow, they can learn more about the details of Jesus’ crucifixion.)





While children are small, there are numerous traditional Lenten disciplines to help children grow in faith. They can be included in service projects, collections, prayers, Bible reading, family devotions and worship.
